They have kept
the Astadhyayi tradition alive through their famous Kasika Urtti.

Haradatta with
author of padamanjari cites the name of Jinendrabuddhi. Nyasa of
Jinendrabaddhi is aulhentic one. Bhartrhari has written Bhagaurtti.
Bhattaji Diksita also wnote sabda Kaustubha on the Astadhyayi. The
Astadhyayi tradition in still exstent in the Gurukalas. Puspadiksita of
Raipur has written books on the preservation of the Astadhyayi.

The Tradition of Prakriya - Astidhyayi was easier for those for
whom Sanskrit was a spoken language. They did not depend on the
system at formation of words. It was natural for them. Gradaelly the
Venecular one regional langhages became dominent. The fermation
of Sankrit words was difficult for those who had different spoken
language. The great authors made experiments for arranging the
sutras in applicable order. The formation or decivation buame more
prominent. They made different chapters by systematising a
differant method. Leaving and teaching procedure made an
accessible pedogogy for all cateqories of people. Samjna, Sandhi,
Subanta, Tinanta, Krdanta, Karaka, Samasa and Taddhita were
arranged having countextual coherence.
