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1.0 OBJECTIVES 
 
In this unit, we are going to discuss in detail the writing process. We will 

discuss the methods of writing which involve identifying the topic, gathering 

information on it and the purpose of writing. When we begin writing, it is 

important to start with a thesis statement, followed by an essay map, adequate 

paragraphing and effective introductions and conclusions. We also must be 

aware of the various discourse types involved in organising your writing: 

expository, descriptive, narrative or argumentative. Finally, we get into the 

process of writing the drafts, reviewing, editing and proof reading. 

 

1.1 INTRODUCTION 
 
If you are a librarian, one of the important tasks you will have to perform is 

writing. You may have to communicate internally by way of e-mails, memos, 

office orders, minutes of meetings and so on. You may also have to 

correspond externally to book suppliers. To fulfill your duties competently 

you need to be good at written communication. 

 
Writing is a complex process and competent writing is a difficult skill to be 

acquired. There are many myths about the skill of writing. For example, people 

assume that good writers are born with an innate ability to write and are able to 

dash off a letter or a report without much effort. Research has, however, shown

that this is not true. All writers need to work at their writing, although some 
may be more successful at it than others. Moreover, keeping closely to word 
limits and formats is even more difficult while writing in formal contexts.  

 

Therefore, it is clear that writing is not a gift but is a skill that anyone can pick 

up, by focusing not only on what you have to say and how to say it, but also 

by concentrating on those strategies that are most likely to help you write 

successfully. Now let’s see what a few experienced writers have to say about 

what leads to good writing: 
 

 Experienced writers spend a lot of their time planning before they attempt 
the first draft.


 They spend a considerable amount of their time thinking about their readers.

 They explore their subject/topic as thoroughly as possible.

 They consider their first draft to be a rough.

 They thoroughly revise their draft. Sometimes, completely rethinking and 

restructuring their first draft.
 

Of course, not all writers follow the same method and a particular writer may 
use different methods at different times. But the methods suggested here have 
been generally tried and tested by people who write competently. The steps 
you can follow are: 
 

 planning.

 considering your reader.

 thoroughly investigating your subject/topic, yet recognizing that new 

ideas will emerge as you write.

 organizing.

 writing a full draft.

 revising and refining it which may often involve a complete restructuring 

and reorganizing.
 

It is not necessary to go through these stages in the sequence in which they are 

listed. When you write, many things happen at the same time. As you plan, 

you may find that you are thinking of facts and ideas that you may want to 

include in your draft. As you organize, you may find that you are once again 

exploring your topic. The steps that we have suggested are guidelines, not 

rigid rules. Please feel free to adapt them to suit your situation.

1.2 METHODS OF WRITING 
 

Writing is commonly seen as a three way process, pre-writing, writing and re-

writing. It may appear that writing may seems to progress in a linear, step-by-

step fashion. But, in fact, it almost always progresses in a recursive manner. This 

simply means that writers return over and over again to their ideas, clarifying 

them, extending them or improving them. Most writers will plan and then revise 

their plans, write and rewrite parts or whole of their drafts, until literally the last 

moment when they need to submit or send to the reader concerned. 
 

When we write it is a good idea to think about three key elements: 
 

1. Purpose 
 
2. Subject matter 
 
3. Reader/audience 
 
You need to ask yourself: 
 

 Why am I writing this piece?

 Whom am I writing for?


 Where do I source the material for it?      
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The Writing Skill 1.2.1 Identifying Your Subject  

 

Many of the topics you write about in the course of your job will be assigned to 

you probably by your seniors or are the requirements of the job. For example, 

you may send a letter reminding a student to return the library book or you may 

want to advertise/inform customers of a training programme on ‘Good Reading 

Habits”. You may also write to a service provider about books urgently required. 

Of course, some of you may want to write papers for a seminar. 

 

It is also important to know why you are writing about a particular subject and 
who you are writing it for. Does the situation demand it or is it something that 
your senior has asked you to write or is it something you have a deep desire to 
write on? 

 

You also need to know who your readers are and whether they are likely to be 
familiar about the contents of what you are writing – or is the subject totally 
new. Your explanation will be much less if the readers are familiar with the 
topic. 

 

Knowing why you are writing will help you formulate a goal, do research and 
organize your material. You need to identify and state your purpose clearly, 
because only then: 
 

 will your reader understand what you are writing about and why it is 
important to you and to them;


 can you gather the information that is most relevant to your readers and 

your goal; otherwise you are likely to collect any and all information that 
is available.

 

1.2.2 Gathering Information 
 

As a librarian, you may wish to read a paper at a seminar. You must make 

sure that before you write it, you have all your matter in one place. While 

researching, read quickly through your material and use highlighters to 

indicate the material that you think you can use in your writing. You could 

use one color highlighter for ideas, another for evidence and another for 

arguments. (Hamp-lyons and Heasley, 2006) 

 

You could also make notes as you go along. Keeping notes will enable you to 
be specific and keep track of and manipulate what you have read. It is a good 
idea to concentrate on purely gathering information; wait until later to decide 
whether the information is valuable and important. 

 

Brainstorming is also another well-known and productive method of 

generating ideas, facts and opinions very quickly. Again, not all the ideas will 

be of equal quality or usefulness, but you can evaluate that later. Of course, 

brainstorming need not always be with others; it can also be an activity which 

you perform by yourself. 

 

Working by yourself is a little different from brainstorming in a group. You will 

need to motivate yourself to generate the same energy that usually accompanies a 

group activity. You can do this best by reviewing your materials and notes before 

you begin brainstorming. In fact, this session can be termed as a planning 
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session so it is important to keep track of ideas and information that you 

generate by yourself by making a list. You may even speak into a recorder. 

There is no need to write and speak in complete and connected sentences. 

Your goal is to generate as many ideas as you can through rapid thinking and 

free association. And you can evaluate the ideas at a later stage. 

 

Another technique that you can use to help you recall ideas, information and 

arguments is to build an issue tree or a mind map. Brainstorming and note 

taking is a verbal technique that requires you to record your ideas in words. 

Issue trees and mind maps, however, are primarily visual. That is, as you 

think of ideas and information, you construct the visual display that arranges 

your information in a hierarchical structure. In this way, you can see each 

idea’s relative importance and its relationship to other ideas.

1.2.3 Purpose 
 

You must be very clear about what your text is going to be used for, for 
example, are you expected to write a report, a memo or a letter advertising a 
training session or a new book. 

 

Having a clearly stated purpose is like having a destination when you take a 
trip. Once you have decided on a destination, you can make the arrangements 
how to reach it. An explicit purpose statement will help you to: 
 

 identify the steps that you must take to reach your goal;

 Concentrate your search for information/ideas on what is related to your 

purpose.
 

1.2.4 Knowing Your Reader 
 

Once you know your subject/topic and the type of communication you want to 

make, the next most important question to ask yourself is who the reader is. The 
answer to this question will effect how and what you write. For example, if you 
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are writing for experts and specialists you could perhaps use some technical 
jargon and pitch your language and subject matter to a higher level. If you are 
sending a memo to the junior staff, the language would be quite different.  

 

You also need to think about what the reader already knows and what s/he needs 

to know. You do not want to tell the writer what s/he already knows although you 

may refer to shared information from time to time. If you are giving information 

that is completely new, this information must be stated and explained with great 

clarity. It is a good idea to know the attitude of the readers as well. Are they 

likely to be provoked by the topic? If so, it is better to use more tactful language. 

In brief, you could ask yourself these questions about the reader: 
 

 Is the reader an expert or a general reader?


 What does the reader already know about the topic?


 What background information might they need to know to understand 
the current situation?


 What does s/he need to know?


 What action do you want them to take?


 What is their attitude? Are they biased or do they have positive 

associations with your subject?

1.3 BEGINNING TO WRITE 
 

It is important to begin writing with more information than you think you will 

need. The greater your choice, the more likely it is that you will be able to select 

the ideas, facts and arguments that will help you accomplish your purpose. If you 

begin with only five or seven facts or examples to support your main idea, you 

are likely to use all of them regardless of their quality. But if you gather, say, ten 

to fifteen facts or examples, you have a choice that will effectively help you 

accomplish your job. As a result, there will be fewer gaps in your presentation
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and your reader is less likely to raise questions and objections. However, at 
the same time do not take your research so seriously that you invest too much 
time and effort in it. Remember, you have deadlines to answer for. 
 

1.3.1 Writing the Thesis Statement 
 

Let us assume that at this point you have identified the topic you wish to write 

about. You may now find it useful to formulate a thesis statement. What is a 

thesis statement? And how does it help to have a thesis statement? A thesis 

statement declares the main point or controlling idea of your writing task. It 

is frequently located at the beginning of your writing. Your thesis statement 

may begin as a very simple sentence. 
 

Example: 
 

The library requires audio-visual equipment urgently since we have procured 
several audio books for the junior classes. 

 

Such a “working” thesis states an opinion about the subject (the need for an 
audio-visual equipment) and suggests what the report /memos shall do (give 
arguments for building such a Centre). 

 

Allow such a statement to work for you as you move from pre-writing stage 

through your various drafts and revisions. A “working thesis statement” can 

be your most valuable organisational tool. Once you have thought about your 

main point and purpose, you can begin to draft your article to accomplish 

your goal. Everything in your writing should support your thesis statement. 

 

A working thesis statement in your early draft is to help you focus and organise 

your writing; don’t feel that it is carved in stone and cannot be changed. Let us 

remember some guidelines for writing a good thesis statement. 
 

 A good thesis statement states the writer’s clearly defined opinion on a 
particular topic;


 It generally asserts one main idea;

 It is stated in specific terms.
 

Essay Map 
 

Many thesis statements will benefit from the addition of an essay map which 

is a brief statement in the introductory paragraph introducing the main points 

to be discussed in the essay. In addition to suggesting the main points of 

writing, the essay map provides two other benefits: it will provide a set of 

guidelines for organising your writing and it will help you from wandering off 

into areas only vaguely related to your thesis statement. In other words, your 

thesis statement and essay map are a skeleton outline for the sequence of 

paragraphs in your writing. 

 

Note that this essay map is different from the mind map, the crucial difference 

being that the essay map describes in a more concrete fashion the main point 
of each paragraph. A mind map, on the other hand, is a jotting down of ideas 

as they came to your mind.       
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 1.3.2 Writing a Paragraph  

 

Mastering the art of writing a paragraph is essential to success in any form of 
writing, whether it is a letter, a report, or a newspaper article, since all longer 
pieces contain a series of related paragraphs. In these longer pieces of writing, 
paragraphs generally introduce new ideas to develop the central theme. 

 

What is a Paragraph? A paragraph is a piece of writing which is unified by a 

central, controlling idea or theme. This idea or theme is called the topic of 

the paragraph. It is sometimes expressed at some place in the paragraph by 

one sentence, which is usually called the topic sentence. This topic sentence 

may be a statement, a generalization, or a problem. This sentence is most 

frequently found at the beginning of the paragraph, but can sometimes come 

at the end or even in the middle of the paragraph. Very often there may not 

be a topic sentence at all, but it may be implied within the paragraph. 

 

Beginning a paragraph with a topic sentence helps both the writer and the 

reader. It is a useful device, especially in the early stages of your journalistic 

career. As a writer, you will have less difficulty in constructing a unified 

paragraph because you will relate every sentence to the topic sentence and the 

central idea it expresses. And your reader will know immediately what the 

paragraph is about, because the opening sentence states the central idea. 

 

In order to develop the central theme of a paragraph, you have to expand the idea 

contained in the topic sentence. This can be done by adding more information, 

explanation, examples, illustrations, etc. to the idea expressed in the topic sentence. 
 

Example: 
 

Two main circumstances govern the relationship of living things in the sea: the 

unbelievably lavish fruitfulness of marine life forms, and the utter ruthlessness with 

which the larger creatures eat the smaller ones. Somebody has calculated, for 

instance, that if all the eggs laid by codfish were hatched and grew to maturity, the 

Atlantic would be packed solid with codfish within six years. But nature does not let 

this happen. Only an infinitesimal fraction of all codfish eggs ever become full-sized 

cod, and wastage among other fish is as great. One sea creature in about 10 million 

escapes the usual violent death inside another sea creature. 
 

Analysis of the paragraph: 
 

(a) Topic statement: ‘Two main circumstances govern the relationship of 
living things in the sea’. 

 
(b) Elaboration of the topic sentence: the fruitlessness of marine life and 

the ruthlessness with which the larger creatures eat the smaller ones. 
 
(c) Illustration: The example of the codfish. 
 
(d) Summing up: only one sea creature in about ten million survives. 
 

An effective paragraph requires more than a topic sentence and supporting 
details; it must also be coherent. In a coherent paragraph the writer takes the 
reader logically and smoothly from one idea to the next. The reader must also 
clearly recognise that one sentence logically leads to the next. 
 

Another technique which brings about coherence in a paragraph is the use of 
linkers between sentences and within sentences. These are words/phrases that 
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help a writer move smoothly from one sentence to the next and show the 
logical relationship between sentences. We shall give you an example of what 
these linkers are and how they can be used. 
 

Example: 
 

Man has been able to spread across the earth so widely for four main reasons. 

First, he is a terrestrial animal, not restricted to the forest. Secondly, he can 

cross any natural barriers, such as deserts, oceans and mountains. Moreover, 

he can live off a very wide variety of food. Most important of all, he has 

developed culture; he has learned to make clothes and build fires which allow 

him to live in climates where he would otherwise perish. To a large extent, he 

shares some of these advantages with the monkeys. They, too, can move over 

unforested land. They, too, can cross some natural barriers, as they have the 

ability to swim. And they, too, can digest many kinds of food. Thus, a single 

species of baboon has spread across Africa from Dakar in the west to Ethiopia in 

the east, and south all the way to the Cape of Good Hope. Similarly, macaques 

have done at least as well. One species, the rhesus macaque, is equally at home 

in forest, in open cultivated fields, and inside heavily populated cities.

These linkers are like signposts in a paragraph. They enable us to follow the 

writer’s line of thought by showing us how one sentence relates to another. In 

the above example, the words/word phrases First, Secondly, Moreover, Most 

important of all indicate the four main reasons why man has been able to 

spread so widely across the earth. Most important of all also shows that some 

reasons are more important than others. Too indicate that monkeys also share 

these characteristics of human beings. Similarly shows the relationship 

between the macaques and the baboons. 
 

The following list includes other words and phrases that function as linkers: 
 

 To express result: therefore, as a result, consequently, thus, hence

 to give examples: for example, for instance, specifically, as an illustration

 To express comparison: similarly, likewise

 To express contrast: but, yet, still, however, nevertheless, on the other hand

 To express addition: moreover, furthermore, also, too, besides, in 

addition, and

 To indicate time: now, later, meanwhile, since then, after that, before that 

time

 To express sequence: first, second, third, then, next, finally.
 

The order in which you present your paragraphs is another decision that you have 

to make. In some pieces of writing, the subject matter itself will decide its own 

order. Other pieces of writing, may not suggest such a natural order, in which 

case you have to decide which order will most effectively hold the attention of 

your readers. Often, writers withhold their strongest point until they reach the end 

of their writing. As you already know, each paragraph usually signals a major 

point in your discussion. These paragraphs should not appear as isolated blocks 

of thought but rather as part of a unified, step-by-step progression. To bring 
          9 
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about continuity, you must link each paragraph to the one before it with 
linkers. Sometimes, instead of using linkers or repetition of key words, you 
can use what is known as idea hook. The last idea of the earlier paragraph will 
lead you smoothly into your next paragraph.  
 

1.3.3 Introductions and Conclusions 
 

The first few sentences of your writing are particularly important because they 

help to catch the readers’ attention and make them want to keep on reading. Here 
are some suggestions for successful introductions. You could begin with: 
 

 Statement of a problem or a popular misconception.

 An arresting statistics or shocking statement;

 A question;

 A quotation;

 A relevant story, joke or anecdote;

 An analogy or comparison;

 A contrast;

 A personal experience.
 

A good piece of writing must have a satisfactory conclusion, one that gives a 
reader a sense of completion on the subject. It is important that the concluding 
paragraph emphasises the validity and importance of your thinking. Here are 
some suggestions that might lead to some ideas for your conclusions: 
 

 A restatement of the thesis statement;


 An evaluation of the importance of the subject;


 Statement of the broader implications of your piece of writing


 A call to action;


 A warning based on the thesis statement;


 A quotation from an authority;


 An anecdote; and


 A rhetorical question that makes the readers think about the writer’s 
main points and so on.

 

1.4 ORGANISING YOUR WRITING 
 

From a writer’s point of view, organising involves searching for a pattern or a 
sequence that is appropriate to your information, your goals and your readers’ 
needs. Your readers expect that you will create a pattern that will make what 
you say easy to read, understand, remember and be useful. 

 

Once you have determined the relationship among the concepts and data you 

have gathered, you still have to decide how you will present these to your 

readers. There are four basic discourse strategies that you could use or adapt to 

your needs. Remember, while we are discussing them as separate types of 

discourse, in a single piece of writing you are likely to use more than one type. 
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1.4.1 Forms of Discourse 
 

Generally exposition, narration, description and argumentation are considered 

to be the basic forms of discourse. When a writer is concerned with setting forth 

facts then the form is known as exposition, when s/he presents them in terms of 

temporal action then the form is narration, and in terms of space and giving 

details about it, it is description, and when s/he intends to resolve conflict of facts 

then it is known as argumentation. These forms do not exist as pure forms; they, 

in fact, are intermixed and one can only talk about a dominant form in a piece of 

writing. Let us look at the dominant forms separately. 
 

 Expository Discourse 
 

Expository writing is probably the most common form of writing. Central to 

expository writing is grouping, classification, definition, illustration, giving 

instructions and directions, advice, processes and systems. While grouping 

involves selection, classification involves breaking down of a broad topic into 

parts. In contrast to these, definition points out the characteristics that 

distinguish a particular thing under discussion from others. Illustration 

involves exemplification of ideas under discussion, using examples.

• Narrative Discourse 
 

Narration depends chiefly on temporal order, i.e., upon actions in a chronological 

order. The chronological order involves a sequencing of events or actions from 

beginning to end. A skilled narrator is able to arrange the details in such a way so 

that a reader’s interest rises to a climax at some point in the narration. The 

narration, in turn, can range from story telling, as in novels and short stories, to 

anecdotes used for illustration, explanation or support. 

 

Sometimes, for special effects, etc. an author may begin his/her narration from 
the end and then through a process of flashback may return to the beginning and 
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then give the full events till the end. The author may also begin in the middle 

of a chronological sequence, narrate events leading up to the point of 

narration and then proceed to complete the narration of events. Both the above 

kinds of presentation of events can generally be found in novels and films.  
 

Where to look for ideas 
 

You can only write about what you have experienced, observed, imagined, 

and thought about. Although we discuss the experiences and thoughts of 

others, they do not become our own. Borrowed ideas like borrowed clothes do 

not fit, and writing is not so much a matter of ideas or phrases as of how we 

present them. The most interesting story or narration is the one you have 

experienced and thought about in your own individual fashion. A narrative in 

order to be interesting must be original. The sources for your narratives are: 

 

Your memories: What places or persons do you recall clearly? What days do 
you remember vividly? What was the happiest day you recall? What was the 
most painful time you remember? 

 

Your friends and favourite places: Who is the most peaceful person you 
know? Who is the most amusing person you know? Which is the place you 
would like to go back to? 

 

Events and Participants: What events in your life did you find most 

moving? What was the greatest satisfaction or disappointment that you 

experienced? What people in your life did you consider powerful, good or 

beautiful? Do you still admire them? What events would you like to wipe out 

from your memory? What events would you like to remember and relive? 

 

Imagination and wishes: if you had your choice, which country would you 
like to live in? What persons would you like to meet? How would you like 
your own country to be? 
 

You can devise your plan by asking the following four basic questions: 
 

• What is special or typical about my narrative? 
 
• Why am I telling this story? 
 
• What kind of readers am I writing for? 
 
• How will my reader best understand my plan and 

purpose? You may find you have three more questions: 
 
• How long does my narrative have to be? 
 
• Do I know enough about what I am writing? 
 
• Where can I get more information about it? 
 

In writing narrations one of the skills to be cultivated is style. The question 
that arises is how you can improve your narrative style. In the initial stages 
you can consider the following stylistic features: 
 

(a) Simplicity 
 
(b) Conversational style 
 
(c) Individual turn of phrase 
 
(d) Concrete and precise vocabulary      12 



 

 Descriptive Discourse 
 

Description also involves narration, but of a different kind. It is a kind of 
picture-making, indicating what someone, something, or some place, etc. 
looks like. All descriptions involve spatial dimensions. 

 

Any description would involve one of the two possibilities: either the description 

would proceed from a particular to the general or, from the general to the 

particular. For example, a description of a scenery could either begin with a 

central focus on a particular detail and then proceed to other things that relate to 

it, giving us, thereby, a general picture. One could also describe the scenery in 

general terms and then focus on particular items within it which are of interest. 

However, what is common to any kind of description is the spatial arrangement, 

i.e., the way things appear and the way they are arranged. It is analogous to the 

long shot, with diminishing distance leading to close-ups from various angles, 

and vice-versa, by a film camera. Carefully study the passage below: 

 

Punctually at midday he opened his bag and spread out his professional 

equipment, which consisted of a dozen cowrie shells, a square piece of cloth with 

obscure mystic charts on it, a notebook, and a bundle of palmyra writing. His 

forehead was resplendent with sacred ash and vermillion, and his eyes sparkled 

with a sharp abnormal gleam which was really an outcome of a continual 

searching look for customers, but which his clients took to be a prophetic look 

and felt comforted. The power of his eyes was considerably enhanced by their 

position – placed as they were between the painted forehead and the dark 

whiskers which streamed down his cheeks; even a half-wit’s eye would sparkle in 

such a setting. To crown the effect he wound a saffron coloured turban around 

his head. This colour scheme never failed. People were attracted to him as bees 

are attracted to dahlia stalks.

 Argumentative Discourse 
 

In argumentative discourse the writer argues a case, or expresses an opinion, 

by looking at a problem from both the sides. Any structure representing 

argumentation must take into account the pro-and-con nature of the argument. 

Argumentation can be done in three different ways. First, one can give ones 

own arguments by taking an affirmative position. Second, one can give 

further evidence to counter-balance the arguments of an opponent. And, third, 

one can point out the fallacies in one’s opponents’ arguments in order to 

discredit them. Strong argumentation, therefore, demands perceptive 

reasoning and careful perusal of evidence in order to present one’s own 

arguments or in order to belittle the opponent’s arguments. However, this kind 

of writing becomes interesting when the writer has something to say. Your 

opinion will not be worth expressing until you have thought about the subject. 

 

The structure of an argument is shaped by the nature of reasoning. Reasoning, 
here, simply means moving from the basic propositions, through evidence, to a 
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conclusion. There are two main directions of reasoning: induction and 
deduction. It should be noted that each of these approaches is usually used in 
combination with the strategies of narrating and explaining. 
 

a) Deductive Reasoning 
 

Deductive reasoning is a basic form of valid reasoning. Deductive reasoning, 
or deduction, starts out with a general statement, or hypothesis, and examines 
the possibilities to reach a specific, logical conclusion. The scientific method 
uses deduction to test hypotheses and theories. 

 

In deductive reasoning, if something is true of a class of things in general, it is 

also true for all members of that class. For example, “All men are mortal. Harold 

is a man. Therefore, Harold is mortal.” For deductive reasoning to be sound, the 

hypothesis must be correct. It is assumed that the premises, “All men are mortal” 

and “Harold is a man” are true. Therefore, the conclusion is logical and true. 
 

b) Inductive Reasoning 
 

Inductive reasoning is the opposite of deductive reasoning. Inductive 

reasoning makes broad generalisations from specific observations. Even if all 

of the premises are true in a statement, inductive reasoning allows for the 

conclusion to be false. Here’s an example: “Harold is a grandfather. Harold is 

bald. Therefore, all grandfathers are bald.” The conclusion does not follow 

logically from the statements.

1.5 THE WRITING PROCESS 
 

So far we have been discussing some of the ways to organise our ideas. But 

sitting down to write a first draft is much more formal and intimidating than 

the writing you did while you were planning. Drafts require that you write in 

complete sentences and paragraphs, and that you pay some attention to the 

format and the organisation you want the finished product to have. At this 

stage, you will be coping with questions of length, format, word choice, 

coherence, sentence structure, cohesion, paragraphing and format. The best 

way to tackle this is to understand how this process works. 
 

1) Writing the First Draft 
 

Your first draft is an experiment, a test, to find out what you have to say. 

It is an attempt to build a rough framework of content, meaning, and 

form which you will improve on later. It is provisional writing. It 

encourages you to write quickly in an attempt to delineate the general 

meaning, content, and organisation of your draft. When you finish you 

will not have spent so much time and effort that you will be unwilling to 

change or discard part or all of what you have written. 
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2) Revising the First Draft 
 

Revising begins with the careful review of your first draft to find out if you 

have actually done what you set out to do. As a review, you will check how 

close you have to come to achieving your original intention and where and 

how far you have fallen short of it. You are therefore concerned with: 
 

 what you left out


 what you have included that you do not need


 whether you can make this draft achieve your goals
 

Remember that revision is a ‘thinking process’ that occurs throughout the 

writing process. It means looking at your writing with a ‘fresh eye’ i.e. 

looking at your writing in ways that will make you make more effective 

choices. As you write, new ideas emerge prompting you to revise what 

you have planned or have just written. Sometimes, new ideas will 

encourage you to begin an entirely new draft with a different focus or 

approach. Remember that revision occurs throughout the writing process. 
 

3) Refining 
 

Once you have settled on the major concepts you wish to include in your first 

draft and the way you would organise them, you can shift your attention to 

the next level. Look at your examples, illustrations and evidence. Do these 

support the main ideas? Do the sub-sections follow up each other logically? 

Do your examples really exemplify and explain? This is a good time to look 

for gaps in your writing. Is there anything missing? Now is the time to add 

explanations and details without having to rewrite the whole draft. 
 
4) Editing 
 

Editing is a careful reading of the draft to ensure that everything is the 
way you wanted it to be and there are no mistakes that may later regret. 
Editing will be easier if you know how to go about it and what to look 
for. Let’s concentrate on what you should look for. 

 
i) Looking at Paragraphs: This is the time we ask the following 

questions: 
 

 Is the paragraphing logical and visually appropriate?


 Is there a topic sentence which states the main idea of the paragraph?


 Are the sentences related to each other?
By this time you have probably stopped adding new material. You are now 

trying to make your writing concise and clear, sentence by sentence. 
 

ii) Sentences: You need to read your text sentence by sentence. Are the 
sentences related to each other? Are the tenses correct? Is the 
pronoun referencing correct? Are there any dangling modifiers? 

 
iii) Vocabulary: It is a good idea to focus at this stage on the words that 

you used. Do the words mean what you want them to mean? Will 

your readers understand what you wish to state? Does your 

vocabulary have a vast range? For example do you use words 

precisely and is there variation in your word choice. Example: 17

iv) Format: The headings should be consistent throughout the draft. 
That is, all main headings should have the same typography, spacing 
and placing. All sub-heading should also be alike. 

 
v) Indentation should be consistent throughout the draft. 

 
vi) Visual Aids: Take a close look at all the visual aids including: graphs, 

charts, tables and drawings. See that they are at the appropriate places 

in the text. Be sure each visual aid has a title that explains what it is. 
 

5) Proofreading 
 

Proofreading is more than re-reading. It is a careful word by word or line 
by line review of your first draft to make sure that everything is as it 
should be. We give you some tips and techniques to make your 
proofreading sessions more effective. 

 
i) When you proofread, you need to concentrate. This means getting 

rid of distraction and potential interruptions. 
 

ii) Don’t rely entirely on spelling or grammar checkers on the 
computer. These programs work with a limited number of rules, so 
they cannot identify every error. 

 
iii) Read slowly and read every word. 

 
iv) Check the punctuation. 

 
v) Pay attention to capitalisation, missing or extra commas, colons and 

semi-colons used incorrectly. 
 

vi) If you are using numbers check them. We often make a mistake by 
omitting or adding a zero. 

 
vii) Finally get somebody else to proofread it once because after a few 

readings we become blind to our errors.

2.1 INTRODUCTION 
 
A supervisor/an officer engaged in carrying out a technical task is many a time required 

to carry out an assessment of the work (with respect to all its technical aspects) and 

convey the profile of the subject to higher authorities enabling an appropriate decision to 

be taken for the completion of the task. Therefore, this class of technical writing, 

obviously, gives a specific set of information to a specific audience for a pre-

determined specific object. 
 
It is easy to appreciate that the documentation of every proposed or completed (or 

partially completed) technical work facilitates : 
 

a) estimation of expenditure to be incurred, and building a case for its approval 

by the competent authority with reference to the comparative statement, vis-

à-vis, bids offered by various agencies. 
 

b) highlighting the feasibility (and also necessity) of the project. 
 

c) framing of the periodic progress reports, if the work is still proceeding, and 

making assessments as per necessity. 
 

d) drafting other associated communications with other organizations, higher 

authorities, and the related people, such as – inquiry letters, sales letters, 

goodwill letters, claims and adjustment documents, and responding to 

audit objections and enquiries. 
 

e) dealings of a company/organization with other agencies if contractual 

work (as an executor of work on somebody’s behalf) is undertaken. 
 

f) supplying/providing data for filling up proformas that are generally required 

in connection with routine activities. 
 
It is to understand very clearly that in this world of communication one has to have skills  

in the area of making oneself clear and well-understood for remaining useful (and  

effectively valuable) to the agency/organization for whom one is working Technical  

brilliance and creativity have to be shored up by always and ever honing up one’s  

communication skills.

2.2 AUDIENCE ANALYSIS AND PURPOSE 

IDENTIFICATION 
 

It is the concerned agency (i.e., the audience) and the specific purpose, constituting a 

situation that sets the tone for the contents and format of any technical 

writing/document. Therefore, there is a special importance of this situation; and need 

to analyse your audience completely such as : 
 

a) identifying the uses of your document, keeping in mind the composition and 

hierarchy of the readers as well as the official route it is supposed to take, 
 

b) this calls for profiling this audience – their aims and objectives, needs, and 

values they follow, and 
 

c) identifying the outlines of your approach and arguments that you can adopt 

to meet their anticipated concerns, objections and expectations. Technical 

persons, managers of men and material, and lay readers form the contours 

of our audience. 
 
Technical audience comprise experts (academic and practical people), technicians, and 

accounts experts (accountants, etc.). Technical vocabulary and formulae are best suited 

for higher level experts, while the middle level professionals, like engineers who execute 

the work, are in need of a brief orientation to the subject that needs be incorporated in 

the report. Obviously, for supervisors, and technicians, schematic diagrams, lists, and 

step-by-step instructions, to address to given task practically, should be included in the 

report. 
 
A manager (the administrative boss) may not be a technical person at all. He is must 

often supposed to do things rather than know the technicalities. His/her job is to operate 

the organization efficiently. Any document meant for his intense attention should be 

commensurate with his technical/academic background, using appropriate vocabulary. 

Only that much technical material is needed for his study as will enable him to 

discharge his duties nicely. 
 
For a lay reader simple, direct vocabulary and examples in the report will be 

adequate. Thus, for a multiple audience a blend of all these elements is to be 
 
presented – and, the intelligence and skill of the writer have to bear on the report that 

is going to be written. 
 
The report writer should be clear in his mind about the basic purpose of the document 

he/she is to prepare: to help others to understand, appreciate, and get enthused to act on 

the ways of achieving the objectives. 
 
Use of varieties of verbs in the report clarifies the purpose of the document –for instance, 

“This report sums up the purpose of this project, and as well reviews the progress of 

work”. Some most common verbs are presented as here under :

2.3 THREE-STAGE PROCESS OF TECHNICAL 

WRITING 
 

Writing, reports, more especially by technical personnel (including doctors, etc.) in 

general, is not to the liking of people. It requires, in addition to a reasonable hold on the 

language, patience and imagination to put down one’s ideas. Personal skill, that varies 

from individual to individual, in arranging ideas and framing the essential parts of a 

report plays the most vital role to write up a technical document. However, general 

experience allows to outline a useful scheme that can serve as a framework within which 

a technical writing can be moulded. 
 
After establishing the purpose and the audience profile one can think of the basic three 

stages in the process that comprises technical writing : 
 

a) Pre-writing, 
 

b) Drafting, and 
 

c) Revising. 
 

Prewriting 
 

This forms the initial most, and the basic step in the process. It begins with 

brainstorming exercise – listing the ideas that come to your mind in their own 

order, using as few words as possible. Next, outline (i.e. refine) these ideas into a 

clear and organized plan – here, place similar items together, organized plan in a 

group sequencing them in each group, and then sequencing the groups themselves. 
 

In developing your ideas one can either follow chronological order (time sequence 

of things); or according to their physical relationship with one another (known as 

spatial pattern); or laying out the body of the report by proceeding from general to 

specific details, first dealing with more important and then coming to less 

important areas; or first outlining the problem/(s), and the discussing the methods 

used (or recommended) and lastly; dealing with the solution (results, conclusions 

and recommendations). Depending on the problem at hand, one or more patterns 

of development can be used for making at document.

(j) Renting of accommodation from place to place as the work proceeds. 
 

(k) TA and DA of the staff (say, an Asst. Engineer, and an overseer (or 

two) – if it is the practice to include it in a survey estimate. 
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The body of the report shall comprise various main headings to be membered (as 

per decimal style) 1.0, 1.1, 1.1.1, 1.1.2, . . . . , 1.2, 1.2.1, 1.2.2, . . . .1.3, . . ., etc. – the 

style adopted in this Block. 
  
Drafting 
 

After deciding about the sequence of presenting the ideas that have been jotted 

down, a first draft (i.e. a rought draft) is prepared. It is a preliminary version of the 

intended final document. Herein again personal inclinations and individual skills 

matter that beston a form to the write -up; however the mantra is to write quickly 

while leaving the task of revision (an integral exercise in any writing work) to the 

next step. Quickness (not hurrying) in putting down what you want to say is the 

most effective technique to overcome the psychological inhibition (writer’s block) 

that prevents a writer from proceeding further on while looking at a blank piece of 

paper – the concept being that anything written down can be easily revised 

(changed, improved, made concise or elaborated). 
 

It is to be understood that even while writing, further useful and important ideas 

strike one’s mind that go in to enhance the value and relevance of the 

document. Writing and re- writing, revising and re -revising does not cost much 

time, but instead renders things in a better (even excellent) shape – this exercise 

is not a waste of time; instead it is an investment that yields adequate dividends. 
 
Revising 
 

Experienced and imaginative writers do not need much effort at revising their first 

write-up (draft). Experience sharpens one’s mind, and therefore some writers 

immediately pin point, while reading the draft, all the lacunae/problems that need 

be addressed. However, other less skilled/experienced ones take more effort by 

way of making corrections, additions, and deletions more than once (i.e. in more 

than one reading). And, even others frame up comprehensive checklists to guide 

themselves for arriving at a satisfactory draft. 
 

It is generally advised not to revise your draft right after you have written one, 

with a view to allow yourself to practically forget the draft till you take it up again 

so that you approach it as your readers would while reading it. 
 

Requirements of efficiency and economy of time suggest two stages of revising 

a draft which, however, is not the norm for gifted, and experienced writers : 
 

First Stage of Revision 
 

a) Attend to larger issues, content and organisation; 
 

b) Give headings wherever left out, and improve those already given by 

way of making them concise or elaborate as necessary;  
c) Delete irrelevant material (if you feel so), or shift it to other fit and 

appropriate place (i.e., where it seems logical) with or without any 

change in its content or form; 
 

d) Ensure that the sequence of headings is logical and clear in concept 

so far as the intended audience is concerned – i.e., you might change 

the order, keeping due regard to the necessary emphasis that different 

items call for;  
e) A minor topic/point may have been unnecessarily treated at more 

than due length – correct the imbalance; and  
f) Ensure accuracy and completeness in whatever you write – data, 

information, etc. Check the data against your notes or direct sources. 
 

Second Stage of Revision 
 

It is essentially a revision for improving your style now, because all the right 

information is supposed to have been incorporated. 
 

(a) Check whether appropriate level of vocabulary has been used that 

targets the audience for whom you are writing. Spellings should be 

corrected; keeping a standard dictionary at hand; 
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(b) Use consistent terminology throughout the body of the report. Provide a 

list of definitions (glossary) at the end of your report for ready reference 

and for the advantage of those readers who may need it; 
 

(c) Any detailed data (charts, sketches, tables) that may be necessary 

should be given as Appendices at the end of the report and 

numbered properly and referred to in the body of the report by such 

members (say A1, A2, . . . etc.); 
 

(d) Check the grammar of your writing. Keeping sentences short in 

length help in this regard. Avoid tedious and awkward constructions; 
 

(e) Try to give a short summary at the end of each logical unit of your 

write-up – it may be the concluding para of that unit underlining the 

important points. This device helps focus the attention of the 

readers on the aspects you wish to highlight, and that need serious 

attention by the higher authorities/readers. 
 

In fact, it is very useful to study a few reports already written by 

others, and grasp the way they have done justice to the subject on 

which they have written. 
 

Once the revised draft is done, it is a good practice to get it critically 

read by someone else whose profile is as close as possible to your 

intended readers – his/her comments/reactions shall be of help in 

further honing your write-up. 
 

2.4 REFINEMENT IN WRITTEN PRESENTATION : 
 

STYLE 
 

Assuming all the inputs are available that make a report complete and convincing, it 

would require something else to render it impactful, vis-à-vis, the reader. Choice of 

words and phrases, sentence construction, and structure of a paragraph impart power to 

whatever you want to say. It is sometimes said that a writer (and, even a speaker) has the 

power to lead the writer by the nose through the use of appropriate and effective weave 

of language and, thus, the importance of right words (use of a good thesaurus would be 

handy to search for synonyms and antonyms), sentences, phrases, and paragraph 

structure. All this skillful network of words and sentences (reticulation) constitute the 

style of the writer whose aim is to deliver a clear, coherent, and convincing message. 
 
The touchstone of a write-up comprise the following six characteristics: 
 

Clarity 
 

The report not being a political document, must always be unambiguous 

in meaning. In other words, the document must convey a single meaning 

for everything said, and it should be easily understandable. 
 

Example 2.4 

 

“ . . . The measures suggested herein may be carried out for the upkeep of 

the work”. 
 

This sentence could be oriented, for a clear, unambiguous conveyance of thought, 

if it is remodelled as : 
 

“. . . The measures suggested herein, should be fully carried out for the 

necessary upkeep of the work”. 
 

Or 
 

“. . . The measures suggested herein are only remedial in nature, and in-depth 

investigations are called for to finalise the nature of the required measures for 

the necessary upkeep of the work”. 
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Accuracy   
All engineering designs, measures, and activities are a result of data (facts) that are 

under consideration. Therefore, all the data must be carefully, and honestly 

(objectively) recorded, leaving no scope for any bias to play its part. Accuracy and 

professionalism are synonymous. 
 
Comprehensiveness 
 

Any technical document should be complete in itself, providing all the relevant 

information that the readers need. It is wise to draw a checklist of 

headings/categories of information for one’s guidance so that finally nothing gets 

missed. 
 
Accessibility 
 

Every report should carry, in the end, a list of references (placed after the 

Appendices) so that the readers locate the source of the information 

whenever necessary. List of References should be arranged either in 

chronological or authorwise (but alphabetically) – every title giving the page 

numbers also on which the material can be found. 
 
Conciseness 
 

A report should be as long as needed to clear the ideas: there should be no 

repetitions. However, reiteration for the sake of due emphasis at any other 

following place in the text, is permissible because it enhances the impact. A 

working command on the language also helps in making the report concise. 

Reading news papers/journals help in developing this useful skill 
 
Correctness 
 

It need not be over emphasized that a good technical document is always framed in 

a language that is written within the conventions (rules) of its grammar. 

Appropriate punctuation marks at appropriate places, right usage, etc. add flavour 

to the effort. 

 

Example 2.5 

 

Correct the following for punctuation marks : 
 

The bridge piers abutments built a decade back need repairs for which 

chief engineers sanction is to be obtained. 
 

The following punctuated version is given for the attention of the student: 
 

The bridge piers, abutments, (or, you may write – the bridge piers and abutments, 

i.e, deleting the coma between piers and abutments) built a decade back, need 

repairs for which the Chief Engineer’s sanction is to be obtained. 
 

Note : Reading regularly, newspapers or/and good, standard journals also go a long way in 

getting a grasp over the use of punctuations. 
 

2.4.1  Choosing the Right Word and Phrase 
 

Choice or appropriate word/phrase is also related to whether you go in for active or 

passive voice construction of sentences: 
 
Many engineers favour the construction of framed structures as a measure against the 

devastating effects of earthquakes. Here, in this active-voice sentence construction, 

the subject of the sentence (namely, engineers) performs the action described by the 

verb “favour”. Put in passive-voice format, it is written as – 
 
The construction of framed structures, as a measure against the devastating effects 

of earthquakes is favoured by many engineers. Here, it is clear, the subject receives 

the action. 
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One can, after devoting a little thought, appreciate that the active form develops its own 

force, and the writing is rendered livelier and more personal, mainly because it stresses 

the role of the actor. This mode of expression is direct and shorter, as it avoids additional 

verb forms and the past-participle form of the verb. Hence, generally, active-voice is 

mostly preferred. 
 
However, passive-voice form too does have its place in relation to some cases: 
 
The contractor is required to deposit his earnest money along with the tender 

documents. Here, the context makes it clear that the agency that calls for bids requires 

the money to be paid before one’s documents are considered; and lays clear emphasis 

on this aspect. Whenever the doer is unimportant, or unknown, passive-voice mode is 

quite suitable, like, the tax concessions have been announced only yesterday. Also, 

whenever, harshness/rudeness/hostility is desired to be mitigated, this form serves the 

purpose well  
– The work has not been fully completed, as against You have not completed the work. 

Passive-voice form also helps us avoiding reference to the doer when it would be 

embarrassing, inappropriate (in a given context), or even dangerous. 
 
It is with practice that one recognizes the form of voice that be appropriately used in 

one’s write-up. 
 
Personal Pronouns 
 

Generally, active-voice mode of writing calls for the use of first person pronouns: 

I, You, and Me. It projects the person behind the report, imparts a friendly flavour 

to the write-up, gives a feeling of as if directly talking to the reader, and makes the 

report somewhat easier to follow. However, it is to be noted that in P.W.D./M.E.S. 

like organisations generally the norm is not to emphasise the person writing the 

report (First person to figure only wherever necessary). 
 

In the case of passing on instructions, the mostly used form is the second person 

in the imperative: First start checking the nuts and bolts of the machine. Here, in 

the imperative style “You” is implied. 
 

As far as required/necessary, one should be consistent in the use of a pronoun. 

Choice of Right Works/Phrases 
 

Study of : technical literature, and reports written earlier by technical personnal; 

discussions and taking note criticism enriches one’s capabilities as a writer. 

Maturity in this field is exhibited when you: 
 

Are Specific 
 

Using precise words and phrases, and skillfully incorporating adequate 

details and delibrately avoiding ambiguity. 
 

Avoid Unnecessary Jargon 
 

Use of appropriate jargon, but sparsely, while targeting a technically 

knowledgeable audience will not hinder our communication link: though the 

use of jargon is best avoided in any report writing. Unnecessary jargon, and 

too much of it creates a barrier between the writer and the readers – a 

communication gap is developed distancing the latter from the former and, it 

is a situation which has to be avoided. However, as mentioned earlier, it is 

useful to add a glossary (list of definitions/meanings of technical/scientific 

terminology) at the end of the Appendices, etc. – it may be made very clear 

here that such terminology does never fall into the category of a jargon. 

Jargon, in fact, is the characteristic idiom of a special activity used mostly in 

verbal communication, e.g. hammer the fault , which means to use a 

hammer for removing or righting a faulty bolt, nut, or rivet. In Army jargon, 

if the officer wants to refer a certain matter to ORDERS GROUP (a group 

that receives orders), he would say: “ Call the ‘O’ group”. This type of 

jargon has no place in our report. 
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 Avoid Wordy Phrases   

 
These make the text of the report unnecessarily long, and thus weaken its  

 impact because the readers get wearied and his/her attention flags; and, 

 therefore, defeating the very purpose of our writing. Here is a list of 

 commonly used wordy phrases and their short equivalents :

Avoid Cliches and Pompous Words 

 
Cliches mean those phrases or expressions that are boring due 

to overuse in general write-ups, etc; while pompous words are 

high-sounding and rhetoric in connotation. Obviously, it is 

appropriate to avoid the use of such words : 
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The induction of the state of the art technology will take out 

capabilities to new heights – this high sounding sentence can simply 

be written as : 
 

The use of the latest (or state-or-the-art) technology will help us 

tackle the problems satisfactorily. 
 

It would be in the fitness of things to take timely action – a stich in 

time saves nine.− this is a sentence that is full with a cliche and 

pompous words. It can be recast into a simple and effective 

construction like : 
 

It is appropriate to act in time and thus avoid further problems. 
 

Here is a list of some of the most commonly used fancy/flowery 

words that can be replaced by simple and plain equivalents as shown :

Avoid Nominalisation 
 

In grammar the practice of using a phrase, or a group of words such 

that it stands as a noun in a sentence is referred to as nominalisation. 

It contributes to the uneconomical use of words : i.e. more words 

being used instead of fewer ones that would convey the meaning 

directly. 
 

An investigation of all possible alternatives was undertaken – here, 

the boldly written words together functions as a noun. Simpler and 

direct version would look like : 
 

All possible alternatives were investigated – here, alternatives acts 

as a noun, qualified by all possible, (i.e. these two words act as an 

adjective). 
 

We had a survey of the area – this could be expressed in a better way 

as : 
 

We surveyed the area – this form of the sentence economises on the 

use of words. 
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 2.4.2  Sentence Structure and Length 
 

Simple and direct sentences are the best thought-delivery vehicles, particularly in  

 technical writing. However, a variety of sentence types are recommended to be used in 

 the whole write-up to ward off boredom, that the use of only simple sentences is apt to 

 induce in a reader; and, once tiredness overtakes, loss of interest and distraction set in. 

 Therefore, the write-up should be interspersed with compound and complex sentences 

 too to communicate more complex ideas : 

 (a) It is said that the old declare war, but it is the young who must 

  fight and die – this usual-type complex sentence is more effective in 

  impacting the mind of the reader compared to too simpler sentences in its 

  place, such as : 

  It is the old people who call for war. However, it is the young who have to 

  die fighting this war. 

  You can note here, that the complex sentence also helps in economizing on 

  words if used skillfully. 

 (b) Although astronomers have been successful at measuring black hole mass, 

  they have found it much more difficult to measure the second fundamental 

  parameter of a black hole, its spin. – this statement can be broken into 

  simpler and direct sentences, like : 
 

A black hole has two parameters: mass and spin. Mass can now be 

measured by astronomers. But, it is tougher to measure its spin. 
 

Here, although the compound sentence carries 29 words, compared to 24 

words together of the simplex sentences, the effectiveness and force of 

the compound sentence is very obvious. 
 

Using sentences of different lengths decorates a piece of writing rendering 

it more interesting. In general, 15- 20 words in a sentence is thought to be 

effective for technical writing – a length of 10-words sentences feels to be 

too abrupt and rough, while a length of 35 words is, for the majority of 

readers, difficult to understand in the first go. A reader has to re-read it – 

and, it is a tiring job. 
 

It is advisable to make use of the above mentioned ideas while re-

vising/correcting the first draft. For a beginner it may take more than one 

attempt at revision: experience brings perfection, and reduces the work 

for the revision of the text. 
 

Keeping in mind the profile of the audience, and the basic objective of the 

writing help to regulate/control the length and construction of sentences. 

More knowledgeable the readers are, lengthier the sentences 

(compound/complex) can be, because their attention will not flag. And, as 

already pointed out some types of reports, say, instructions to be carried 

out, are best framed through short sentences. 
 

2.4.3  Use of Headings and Lists 
 

Headings and lists are an important (and, perhaps, invariable) feature that make a writing 

(be it technical or lay) stylistic. Even in letter writing or drafting of memos this style is 

commonly in use. Headings and lists clarify (and help to guide the writer too) the 

relationships in a document. To signify the different hierarchical levels amongst 

headings, capitalization, underlining and indentation may be used. 
 

Lists afford a method to break up long/very long sentences for ease in improving the 

effectiveness of communication. A list helps the writer to arrange/rearrange (i.e. 

manipulate to advantage) the placement of words and ideas in a orderly way. 

Consider the following long sentence: 
 

For the development of the required strategy to design the round-about on this highway 

that would be efficient and entail the least cost, it is recommended to carry out field 
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studies with regard to the type of vehicles passing; volume of traffic; intensity of traffic; 

average, minimum, and maximum expected speed of these vehicles; and the profile of 

traffic jams that prevail presently. 
 
It is much more effective to transmit this idea as a list of bulleted (or numbered, like :  
i, ii, . . . ) items, like : 
 
It is recommended that following field studies be carried out for an efficient and 

economical design of the round about on this highway : 
 

• type of vehicles using the road, 
 

• volume of traffic, 
 

• intensity of traffic, 
 

• range of speeds followed by the vehicles, 
 

• pattern of traffic jams encountered presently. 
 
It must be obvious by now to appreciate the use of listing as a form of writing as regards 

highlighting the points, and ease of readers in following the ideas cogently. This strategy 

can also be adopted in memo and letter writing also while conveying technical (or other) 

ideas. 
 

2.4.4 Paragraph: Structure and Length 
 
Words compose a sentence; sentences compose a paragraph; paragraphs compose a unit 

(defined by a heading) of your report; and many units compose the full report. 
 
Paragraph is the key unit of a composition – it describes an idea/a point; sometimes more 

than one paragraph are required to cover (describe) the same idea, depending upon the 

logical sub-divisions of an idea. Every paragraph should begin with a sentence or two 

that sums up what it contains/describes – this catches the attention of the reader instantly 

and sustains his/her interest in the paragraph that gives necessary details. This sentence(s) 

is known as the topic sentence. This design of writing becomes automatic with increasing 

experience in writing reports. 
 
If a paragraph describes, say, a test performed on an equipment/material/performance, it 

is a good practice to include the result of this test, etc. in the first sentence, to be followed 

by explanations, details, etc. 
 
Sometimes, a paragraph may consist of only one or two sentences, depending on the 

import, and weight of the idea. Only expert writers can be proficient in the adequate 

framing of a paragraph. 
 
Assigning a paragraph (or two, or more) to an idea should come naturally to a good 

writer. What a paragraph should look like is illustrated as follows : 
 
The bridge was found, after an intense inspection, unserviceable as it stands today. Three 

piers, out of four, P1, P 2, P4 (Figure 1.1, say) have their foundations sunk by 2 cm, 3 cm, 

and 1 cm, respectively. Running fly-levelling over the deck of the bridge revealed this 
aspect of the bridge. Moreover, the decking, comprising planks, 15 cm L.C. layer over it, 
and the black topping (bajri and tar mix) topping it all has worn off to a great extent 
(Photograph, say); and the railings are totally missing, which is a very dangerous 
feature with a view to the safe passage of traffic. Lastly, the abutments are largely free of 
any major damage, except for the loss of a few dressed stones of the right abutment 
(Figure, say). 
 
You will observe that the topic sentence in a technical writing, as sampled out above, 

both summarises as well forecasts the main point of the idea, in this case namely, the 

factors that have rendered the bridge unserviceable. It is clear that the topic sentence is 

followed by the support material that elaborates on the idea, making it clear and 

convincing. Each and every paragraph in a write-up, it is to be stressed, is unique in the 

fact that the support sentences are to be cast as per the context and purport of the idea 

encompassed in a paragraph. As a matter of elaborating the functions of the support 

material, its role can be outlined as follows :

• to bring out the implications of the situation, and 
 

• to provide the basis for the assertion made in the topic sentence.  
 
In fact, there are no hard and fast guidelines to determine the length of a topic sentence – 

it may need more than one sentence to function as a topic- opening statement, depending 

upon the situation/aspect being handled. Some experts, as a loose and general guide, 

suggest a length of 75-125 words as an adequate space for a topic statement/sentence. 

The length of the supporting sentences shall depend upon the proper completion of the 

task of elaborating the idea – the length can vary from 4 or 5 sentences upto as much 

length as adequately required. 
 
One’s own sense of requirement, appropriateness, and satisfaction should be the guiding 

frame work to cast the length and number of paragraphs – audience profile, importance 

of the report, vis- à-vis, its objective, and clarity as well as completeness of the report 

should always be kept in mind. 
 

2.4.5 Coherence and Logical Connections: Within and Between 

Paragraphs 
 
Any write-up, particularly a technical one, is a weave of orderly, logically reasoned-out 

ideas clothed in easily understandable words. Therefore, a technical report should lead 

the reader step by step through all the ideas smoothly and convincingly, creating no 

gap, confusion, or obscurity anywhere. 
 
This characteristic of the report can be developed in it if a paragraph is coherent by way 

of the constituent mini-ideas being linked together logically in a clear cut fashion. 

Whenever parallel ideas are to be incorporated parallel grammatical construction can be 

put in place by adding transitional phrases and words, repeating key words, and using 

demonstratives. A demonstrative (like a demonstrative pronoun) helps to point out an 

item that is referred to and distinguish it from others of the same class – ‘this’ and ‘that; 

are demonstrative pronouns,. Transitional words and phrases allow the reader to grasp 

what you want to say, as these devices point out the direction your thoughts are taking. 

All these grammatical devices represent the logical relationships between two sub-

thoughts (or even two main thoughts). Some of the common transitions that can 

usefully be used are given below: 
 

For Addition of An Idea/Ideas 
 

And, also, moreover, finally, in addition, furthermore, likewise, similarly, together 

with, in conjunction with, in juxtaposition with. 

 

Example 2.6 

 

These changes in the design of the device (gadget) will help in improving its 

performance. And, moreover (or only moreover) it will reduce the cost of its 

maintenance. Further, if it is used in conjunction with a regulator, its working life 

is bound to increase. 
 

For Comparison of Ideas 
 

Similarly, likewise, in the same way, in the same fashion, vis-à-vis, in 

the same manner, in addition. 
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Example 2.7 

 

The repairs of this structure are to be carried out in the same way as outlined for 

the school building, in addition to extending its left wing to accommodate more 

number of office workers. This structure calls for immediate attention as it is 

much more dilapidated, vis-à-vis, other buildings of the complex. 
 

For Contrast of Ideas 
 

But, however, in opposition to, as against, although, in contrast, none-the-

less, nevertheless, yet, on the other hand, in spite of. 
 

Example 2.8 

 

Reconstructing the culvert will be a better option as against going in for patch-

work repairs, although the former option may be a little costlier. And, carrying the 

construction material form the mines, 4 km off from the site should, however, 

should not weight against the reconstruction programme, considering the quality 

of the material available there. 
 

For Illustration 
 

For instance, for example, in other words, to illustrate. 

 

Example 2.9 

 

Any undone delay now on, in initiating the construction of the proposed link road 

would affect the economy of the region, for example, cause delay in transporting 

the local produce to the marketing centres. To further illustrate the point in terms 

of the potential to inflict the economic loss on the region, it is shocking to note that 

about 150 tonnes of apples simply rotted in the local godowns for want of timely 

transport to the nearest trading centre.

Writing Paragraphs:  
The Development of a Paragraph 

 

 

3.1 INTRODUCTION  
 

Most pieces of writing require more than one paragraph. Mastering the art of writing a 

paragraph is essential to success in any form of writing, whether it is a letter, a report, or a 

newspaper article, since all longer pieces contain a series of related paragraphs. In these 

longer pieces of writing, paragraphs generally introduce new ideas to develop the central 

theme. The division into paragraphs also prevents boredom as it provides a physical break 

on the page. 

 
In this unit we will discuss the elements that made a good paragraph — the topic sentence, 

the function of different sentences in the development of the topic, thematic coherence, and 

the use of linking and cohesive devices. In other words, you will learn how to organise 

your paragraphs. In this unit, we shall also help you to develop different kinds of 

paragraph    
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Paragraphs can be developed in a number of ways, depending on your purpose, the topic, 

and the kind of reader you have in view. The different methods of paragraph development 

can be considered in terms of two broad categories: 
 
• those which stay strictly within the scope of the topic: e.g., illustration, description, 

definition, and cause and effect. 
 
• techniques which involve a second topic: e.g., comparison and contrast. 
 
The method of development that you choose should be the one that will most effectively 

put across the point that you want to make, the point you have stated in your topic 

sentence. There are no rules about the kind of development to be adopted in any writing 

situation, although some topics lend themselves more readily to certain kinds of 

development than they do to other kinds. It must be realized, however, that you can 

combine more than one technique in composing a paragraph.  
 

 

3.2 THE TOPIC SENTENCE  
 

You already know that any longer piece of writing is divided into a number of paragraphs.  
Have you ever considered what a paragraph is? 
 
A paragraph is a piece of writing which is unified by a central, controlling idea or theme. 

This idea or theme is called the topic of the paragraph. It is sometimes expressed at some 

place in the paragraph by one sentence, which is usually called the topic sentence. This 

topic sentence may be a statement, a generalization, or a problem. This sentence is most 

frequently found at the beginning of the paragraph, but can sometimes come at the end or 

even in the middle of the paragraph. Very often there may not be a topic sentence at all, but 

it may be implied within the paragraph. However, at this stage, it may be useful for you to 

develop your paragraph by writing out your topic sentence. 
 
Example 1 (Topic sentence at the beginning) 
 
The vast majority of people, wherever they live and whatever their occuption, come in 

contact with animals in one way or another and have to deal with them. It is obvious that 

the hunter has to know the ways of his quarry, that the farmer must be aware of the habits 

of his farmyard animals and of creatures that damage his crops: that the fisherman must 

know when and where to find his fish and how to outwit them. Even the modern city 

dweller meets animals. He may want to ward off the roaches in his kitchen or he may keep 

a dog or a bird and grow familiar with the way his pet behaves. All over the world, among 

primitive tribes as well as in modern society, there are those who delight in the observation 

of animals, and there is a growing awareness of the fact that sharing our world with our 

fellow creatures is like traveling together — we enjoy being surrounded by other beings 

who, like ourselves, are deeply absorbed in the adventure of living. There is a growing 

sense of marvel and also of affinity.

Beginning a paragraph with a topic sentence helps both the writer and the reader. As a 

writer, you will have less difficulty in constructing a unified paragraph because you will 

relate every sentence to the topic sentence and the central idea it expresses. And your 

reader will know immediately what the paragraph is about because the opening sentence 

states the central idea.

3.3 SENTENCE FUNCTIONS IN PARAGRAPH 

DEVELOPMENT 
 
 
The sentences in most well written paragraphs have four general functions. First, there are 

paragraph introducers — which are sentences that establish the topic focus of the 

paragraph as a whole. Second, there are sentences which present examples or details of 

various kinds to support the ideas set forth by the paragraph introducers. These are the 

paragraph developers. Third, there are viewpoint or context modulators — sentences that 

help to move on from one idea to a different one. Fourth, there are paragraph terminators 

that logically conclude the ideas discussed in the paragraph. 
 
Let us analyse Example 1 and find out the functions of the sentences in this paragraph.  
Analysis of the paragraph: 
 
a) Topic sentence: “The vast majority of people, wherever they live and whatever their 

occupation, come in contact with animals in one way or another and have to deal with 

them.” 
 
b) Examples given to develop the paragraph:

Only an 

infinitesimal fraction of all codfish eggs ever become full-sized cod, and wastage among 

other fish is as great. One sea creature in about 10 million escapes the usual violent death 

inside another sea creature.

3.4 COHERENCE  
 

 An effective paragraph requires more than a topic sentence and supporting details; it must 

 also be coherent. In a coherent paragraph, the writer takes the reader logically and 

 

smoothly from one idea to the next. 
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The reader must clearly recognize that one idea logically leads to the next. 
 
Let us look at these two sentences: 
 

 Yesterday I got up late and had to rush to office. 
 

 Yesterday I got up late and decided to buy a new house. 
 
In sentence one, we can establish a relationship of cause and effect between the two parts 

of the sentence — getting up late and rushing to office. But in the second sentence there is 

no connection between getting up late and deciding to buy a new house. Hence you must 

be careful that your ideas are logically connected in a paragraph.

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3.5 LINKING DEVICE  
 

Another technique which brings coherence in a paragraph is the use of transitional/linking 

devices between sentences. These are words/phrases that help a writer move smoothly from 

one sentence to the next and show the logical relationship between sentences. We shall 

give you an example of what these linking devices are and how they can be used. The 

linking devices in Example 4 are printed in bold type. 
 
Example 4 
 
Man has been able to spread across the earth so widely for four main reasons. First, he is a 

terrestrial animal, not restricted to the forest. Secondly, he can cross any natural barriers, 

such as deserts, oceans and mountains. Moreover, he can live off a very wide variety of 

food. Most important of all, he has developed culture; he has learned to make clothes and 

build fires which allow him to live in climates where he would otherwise perish. To a large 

extent, he shares some of these advantages with the monkeys. They, too, can move over 

unforested land. They, too, can cross some natural barriers, as single species of baboon has 

spread across Africa from Dakar in the west to Ethiopia in the east, and south all the way to 

the Cape of Good Hope. Similarly, Macaques have done at least as well. One species, the 

rhesus macaque, is equally at home in forest, in open cultivated fields, and inside heavily 

populated cities.

As you have seen, linking devices are like signposts in a paragraph. They enable us to 

follow the writer’s line of thought by showing us how one sentence relates to another. In 

Example 4, the word/phrases First, Secondly, Moreover, Most important of all indicate the 

four main reasons why human beings have been able to spread so widely across the earth. 

Most important of all also shows that some reasons are more important than others. Too 

indicates that monkey also share man’s characteristics. Similarly shows the relationship 

between the macaques and the baboons.

3.6 OTHER COHESIVE DEVICES  
 

There are other ways to establish links between sentences in a paragraph. In this Section we 

will discuss some more ways to establish such links for greater cohesion in a paragraph.

3.7 ILLUSTRATION  
 

Giving examples is one of the easiest ways of developing a topic and this is known as 

‘Illustration’. When a writer gives examples, she/he helps the reader to understand a rather 

difficult and abstract generalization which may be contained in the topic sentence. She/he 

is also able to persuade the reader that the generalization is correct because there are 

examples to support it. Examples also add to the reader's interest. 
 
We often introduce examples or illustrations by using expression like for example, for 

instance, an example, etc. 
 
Example 5 (Development of a paragraph by illustration) 
 
All warm-blooded animals are incredibly helpless at first. Young birds and young bats must 

be taught to fly. Thousand of young seals and young sea lions are drowned every year. 

They never learn to swim “naturally”; the mother has to take them out under her flipper and 

show them how. Birds sing without instruction, but they do not sing well unless they have 

had an opportunity of hearing older and more adept members of their species. Older harvest 

mice build better nests than beginners. It is said that the young elephant does not seem to 

know at first what his trunk is for; it gets in his way and seems more of a hindrance than a 

help until his parents show him what to do with it. Insects, indeed, seem to start life 

completely equipped with all necessary reflexes, but even there the concept of “instinct” 

seems to require some modification, for they improve their talents with practice. Young 

spiders, for example, begin by making quite primitive little webs, and only attain perfection 

in their art in course of time; and older spiders, if deprived of their spinnerets, will take to 

hunting.

3.8 DEFINITION  
 

Often when we write, we need to explain what something is or means, especially if we 

feel that our readers may not be familiar with it. This generally happens when we use 

technical terms or when we want to give our own meaning to an ordinary word. 
 
The simplest way to define a term is by giving a synonym or by placing the word in 

a general class and then distinguishing it from others in that class. For example 
 

Term Class Differentiation 

Nurse a woman or man helps take care of the sick 

Surgeon a doctor who perform medical operations 
 
Such definitions are rather formal in style and are generally found in dictionaries. 
 
Some concepts or ideas cannot be defined in such a manner, and for this purpose extended 

definitions are useful. Topic sentences which relate to abstract concepts such as ‘freedom’, 

‘democracy’; etc. need the support of specific examples. In fact, both in our thinking and 

writing, we often require extended definitions. This is done by adding details like uses, 

component parts, examples, being similar to something else, being different from 

something else, and stating what it is not. 
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 Sometimes a definition is used in the midst of other forms of writing, and sometimes 

the definition itself becomes the focus of a piece of writing. 
 
Example 6 (Paragraph developed by definition) 
 
A map is a representation of an area of land, sea, or sky. Maps have been used since the 

earliest civilizations, and explorers find that they are used in rather primitive societies at the 

present time by people who are accustomed to travelling. For example, Arctic explorers 

have obtained considerable help from maps of the coast lines showing settlements, drawn 

by Eskimo people. Occasionally maps show not only the roads, but pictures of other 

features. One of the earliest such maps dates from about 1400 B.C. It shows not only roads, 

but also lakes with fish, and a canal with crocodiles and a bridge over the canal. This is 

somewhat similar to the modern maps of a state which show for each large town some 

feature of interest or the chief products of that town.

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3.9 CAUSE AND EFFECT  
 

Besides using illustration and definition to develop the topic of your paragraph you may in 

some cases need to use the technique of cause and effect. 
 
We often have occasion in our lives to ask “why did it happen?” “What will happen if…?” 

and then try to find the cause or effect of an event. You may, for instance, want to know 

the cause of a bus accident, or the effects or consequence of taking drugs, of deforestation, 

etc. 
 
a) Cause 
 
Analysing the cause can be quite a complex task. For example, a daughter rebelling against  

her father and leaving home may have an apparent immediate cause, but there may also be  

a chain of causes going back into the past. Thus, there are likely to be many causes, not  

just one. 51 



 

 When you write, you can follow any of these patterns. You may discuss one or more 

 causal connections between events. You may trace a chain of events in which A is the 

 cause of B, which is the cause of C, which causes D, and so on. The choice between one 

 cause and several causes is often not a free option. Usually your topic will determine it. 

 When you work with several causes or reasons, you face the problem of arranging them in 

 a significant order. If the reasons follow a logical pattern i.e., if the main event is caused by 

 A, and in turn by B, and B by C, the organization is predetermined. But sometimes the 

 reasons or causes may be parallel, all contributing to the same result. Then, a good  

 strategy is to begin with the least important cause and conclude with the most important. 

 When developing a topic which is supported by reasons or causes, remember  

  
 to make it clear whether you are dealing with an immediate cause or an earlier 

cause, a 

   direct cause or an indirect cause;  

   to consider multiple causes;  

   to account for all the links in the sequence of causes; and  

   to write about all the causes or reasons with details.  

 Example 7 (Development of a paragraph by listing the causes)  

 Food Poisoning, also known as acute gastro-enteritis is an acute inflammation of the lining 

 of the stomach and small bowel. It is caused in various ways, one of which is excessive 

 indulgence in alcohol. Viruses may also produce a similar condition known as virus  

 enteritis. Some people are allergic to certain items of food which though wholesome to 

 others, may act as poison to them. Others react poorly to various drugs, catharsis and 

 chemicals. Shellfish poisoning is common in certain parts of the world. The worst attacks of  

 food poisoning are caused by germs. Foods used at picnics, in restaurants, and at home 

 are easily contaminated by toxins, or poisonous substances. The trouble seems to arise 

 from skin infections on the hands of those who handle food, or perhaps by coughing.

 Effects 
 
Effects or consequence can be handled in much the same way as reasons or causes. But 

now the main idea is regarded as causing the consequences discussed in the rest of the 

paragraph. The paragraph may deal with only a single effect or refer to several effects. If 

several consequences are listed, one must be careful to distinguish between the major and 

the minor ones. 
 
Example 8 (Developing a paragraph by listing effects) 
 
An earthquake strikes without warning. When it does, its power is immense. If it strikes a 

modern city, the damage it causes is as great as if it has struck a primitive village. Gas 

mains burst, explosions are caused and fires are started. Underground railways are 

wrecked. Whole building collapse. Dams burst. Bridges fall. Gaping crevices appear in 

busy streets. If the quake strikes at sea, huge tidal waves sweep inland. If it strikes in 

mountain regions, avalanches roar down into the valleys. Consider the terrifying statistics 

from the past. In the year 1755: Lisbon, capital of Portugal — the city destroyed entirely 

and 450 killed; 1970: Peru — 50,000 killed.

2) Cause and Effect 
 
We have discussed a paragraph which gives reasons to support a topic, and a paragraph 

which deals with effects. Often, however cause and effect are more closely related, 

forming a chain where A gives rise to B, B to C and so on. In such a link, B is both a 

consequence of A and the cause of C. The paragraph below illustrates such a chain. 
 
Example 5 (Paragraph developed by stating cause and effect) 
 
Without sunlight there could be no form of life as we know it and all men’s basic needs can 

be ultimately traced back to the sun. In the first place, by its light and warmth the sun 

directly provides man with water, for the heat of the sun cause the damp air over the seas to 

rise and form clouds, which cool at a high altitude and consequently fall as rain. One result 

of rainfall is the formation of lakes and rivers, from which man takes his water supply and 

which can be used for hydroelectric power. At the same time, rain, together with sunlight, 

enables plants to grow, and plants provide food for man and also for animals, which are 

themselves another source of food for man.

Why do we need to classify things? Without classification systematic thought would be 

difficult. You must have noticed that in the list given above we are referring to human 

beings. Yet we need to classify the words into various categories. Similarly, biologists 

classify forms of life in order to describe them better. They classify living things into plants 

and animals. They classify animals into vertebrates (having a back-bone) and invertebrates 

without a back bone. They classify vertebrates into mammals, birds, reptiles, amphibians 

and fish. Each class has its distinct characteristics, and so, if a biologist comes across some 

creature s/he hasn’t met before, s/he has at least some way of describing it. 
 
Of course classification depends on the purpose of writing. A biologist writing for fellow 
scientists would use very different categories for species of ‘reptiles’ than a schoolboy on 
a field trip. What are the factors involved in classification? The way we classify depends 
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 on what characteristics we think are important. For example, in biology, the presence of 

 backbone in the body is an important characteristic which differentiates animals, so we 

 have the categories of vertebrates and non-vertebrates. Generally, in academic writing 

 (unless new discoveries are made) classifications are based on conventions (how others 

 have done it), and on the purpose of writing. When you organize your writing according to 

 class relationships, you must keep in mind the following points: 

 Use only one principle of classification; e.g. Cars can be classified according to size, 

 manufacturer, price, and country of origin. Choose the principle of classification 

 suitable for your purpose. 

 Be consistent. Once you’ve decided on a scheme of classification, stick to it 

 throughout your composition. Mixing different ways of classification would cause a 

 lot of confusion. For example, if you are classifying television programmes, do not put 

 ‘morning shows, afternoon shows, evening shows’ with/detective serials, UGC 

 programmes and children’s programmes. 

 Make the categories as complete as possible. All the individual units you are 

 describing should fit into one of the classes you have adopted. In some cases you 

 may be faced with the prospect of an endless number of classes. For example, if you 

 are discussing religious beliefs and practices, you may end up with a long list of 

 types. It may, then be a good idea to restrict yourself to, say, ‘Major Religions in 

 India.’ 

 Do not hesitate to acknowledge an overlap of categories in some cases. 

 Classifications are necessary, but they can also be arbitrary, especially in subjective 

 writing. For example, you may classify people as introverts and extroverts, but it is a 

 good idea to mention that introverts can sometimes be outgoing among close friends, 

 and extroverts can be shy in unfamiliar situations.

 A government’s main source of revenue is taxation. Taxes are contributions that the people 

 of a country pay to their government to administer the country’s affairs.

3.11 CHRONOLOGICAL SEQUENCE  
 
By chronological sequence we mean that we arrange events in the order in which they 

occur in time, beginning with the first event, going on to the next event, and so on until we 

have come to the last event. This is the method that we normally use when we tell a simple 

story, describe a process, report incident and events, or write a biological sketch.

If you think of the exercise you have just completed, you will probably realize that the cues 

used to organize the biographical details chronologically are the dates mentioned in the 

text. You will find that most biographies are organized sequentially in a clear time frame, 

according to the dates of important events. 
 

Our daily lives are also generally organized in a similar fashion, where we see time moving 

in one direction — from the past to the present and from the present to the future. Yet, there 

are moments in our lives which are more important than others and which we tend to 

highlight. If we write about such events, we may break the natural chronological sequence. 
 

Process 
 

Another type of writing which involves chronological sequencing is what is known as 

process analysis. 
 

When you wish to tell your reader how to do something (like change a tyre) or explain how 

something works (such as how the heart pumps the blood through the body), you need to 

use this device. 
 

Like narrating a story, a process is organized chronologically. But here, the natural time 

order is strictly followed i.e. starting at the beginning of the process, and continuing step 

by steps to the end. 
 

Instruction 
 

When you tell someone how to do something, how to perform a specific task, you are 

giving instructions. The instructions may involve giving directions for preparing a recipe, 

or informing someone about the procedure for conducting a scientific experiment. If your 

instructions are carefully thought out and planned, they should enable your readers to 

carry out the task successfully. To write accurate and easily understood instructions, you 

must keep the following things in mind. 
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You must thoroughly understand the process that you are describing, and if possible, 

try it out yourself. This will help you anticipate any difficulties that might arise.

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 Explaining a Process 

 
When you prepare instructions, your purpose is to help your reader to complete a specific 

task by following the step-by-step procedure you have outlined. If you are asked to write 

an explanation of a process, on the other hand, your purpose will be quite different. You 

will be telling the reader how something works or how something is done or why 

something is done. The process you explain may be an event that occurred in nature (the 

formation of the Solar System, for instance) or an activity that requires human effort (e.g. 

harvesting of rice). 

 
As in the writing of instructions, you must thoroughly understand the process yourself 

before you explain it to your readers. Another common feature in the explanation of a 

process and instructions is that both kinds of writing are composed of steps arranged in a 

natural chronological order. The example below explains how black tea is made. Read it 

carefully and note how it is different from giving instructions. 
 
Example 9 
 
Black Tea 
 
The basic steps in making black tea from the raw leaf are withering, rolling, fermenting, and 

firing (drying). First the leaves are transported from the plantation to the factory as rapidly as 

possible. The leaves are spread on racks to wither. This removes about one third of the 

moisture, and the leaves become soft and pliable. After this they are rolled to break the cells and 

release the juices, which are essential for the fermenting process. Then the leaves are spread out 

and kept under high humidity to promote fermentation, which develops the rich flavour of black 

tea. Then the leaves are dried (fired) until the moisture is removed.

3.12 COMPARISON AND CONTRAST  
 
So far we have been discussing ways of developing paragraphs which deal with only one 

topic. Sometimes a topic can be developed by showing how two things are alike or how 

they are different. In fact, comparison and contrast, are common devices in writing mainly 

because we tend to think that way. Our decisions are often based on comparison and 

contrast. For instance, comparison and contrast dominate our thoughts when we decide to 

join a particular college or university, when we choose a career or a job, and even when 

we choose a particular medicine for a patient when two or more of the similar kinds are 

available. Hence comparison and contrast are a continuous process in our lives. 
 
We generally compare or contrast two items for three basic purposes: 
 
11) We wish to point distinctions in order to give information about the two things. 
 
12) We wish to clarify the unfamiliar by comparing it with the familiar. 
 
13) We wish to show the superiority of one thing over another—when we compare two 

cars, for example. 
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There are two ways of arranging information when comparing or contrasting things. One is 

to write down all the main points about one of the things to be compared or contrasted and 

then to take all the main points about the other.

The existence of a hierarchy helps to assure order and discipline, and these things are 

important among monkeys just as they are among humans. They permit, first, the making 

of quick decisions. Whenever people are brought together, they will only be able to reach 

decisions quickly if some kind of hierarchy is established. Every jury needs its foreman; 

every cricket team needs a captain. The same is true of monkeys. Some animal in the group 

has to decide when the group shall move, which direction it shall follow, what action it 

shall take to avoid predators. Some form of leadership is essential if action is to be taken 

quickly, and hierarchy has come into existence to avoid continual infighting which could be 

the consequence of total equality.
